woman looking for a kidney donor. 

 

Dear Friends and Family; 

 I am sending this letter out a second time, casting 
the net a little more broadly, as I am struggling to find a 
kidney donor with whom I am compatible.  For those of 
you receiving this for the first time, I am very sick, and 
in need of a donated kidney.   
 
 Very simple blood tests, paid by my insurance 
company and done in any location, can identify a good 
match.  Because of my prior medical history, I am 
highly sensitized to many people and have antibodies 
which can make it hard for me to find a match.  Still, by 
circulating far and wide, I hope to find someone who is 
a good match and willing to donate to me.  At my end, a 
friend who is incompatible with me remains willing to 
donate to another person, if we can find a donor for me.  
Recent studies show that kidney donation does not 
shorten the length of or quality of life. 
 
I would be so grateful if you could send this along to 
spread the word to as many people as possible.  If you 
are willing to help, please contact the Living Donor 
Transplant Center at 301-717-1755 and reference:

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Giving to Episcopal Charities IS outreach  

One thing many at St. Luke's have said in recent years is that out-
reach through the church is really important to them. As a parish, 
we have indeed increased our outreach efforts, including estab-

lishing a monthly community supper, working at the St. George's 
soup kitchen, contributing food and clothing, as well as support-

ing Habitat for Humanity. 

 But another, perhaps less well understood, outreach effort 
is through our support of Episcopal Charities. This is not 
churches helping churches. This is the Episcopal Diocese of 
Rhode Island awarding grants to more than 100 agencies and pro-

grams in the state.  

Here's what EC does: 

 Funds from Episcopal Charities assist battered women and 
abused children seeking a safe haven, with the education and 
counseling that will help them achieve a better life. Thousands 
will have food, heat, shelter, healthcare and other basic needs. 
With Episcopal Charities funds the elderly and terminally ill re-
ceive comfort and a sense of dignity through their last days. 
Those who suffer from drug addiction receive help toward recov-
ery. Immigrants will be able to read and speak English. Children 

find fellowship and learn team-building skills at summer camps. 

 So far, more than 100 members of St. Luke's have given 
$16,333 to Episcopal Charities for the coming year. That's more 
than halfway to our goal but thousands short of where we were 

last year at this time.
